2) Publicity

EC reported that the posters and flyers are now on the way for the Wind Orchestra/Moonlighters concert.  These will then be distributed around campus and in town.  SC is also to put flyers in the LTC programmes next week at the Flute Choir and Double Reed Ensemble concert.

EC also mentioned the possibility of some of the small ensembles busking around Portland to advertise the concert in a similar way to the BlowSoc Christmas Extravaganza, flyers could then be distributed to people around the area.
